 Shipwrecks and Pirates in the Baltic Sea

 

The lecture will present some examples of the Baltic Sea's well-preserved shipwrecks. The focus will be on the history of both war and peaceful trade that 
the old sunken ships can tell. The ongoing archaeological investigations in connection with the Baltic Sea's most remote island, Gotska Sandön, will also 
be discussed. The sandy little island has proven to be an important maritime crossroad but also a place for pirates.

 

Deep-Sea Archaeology in the Black Sea

 

The lecture will present the unique shipwrecks that were recently found in the Black Sea in connection with a large international marine archaeological 
expedition. With the help of advanced underwater technology, a very large number of well-preserved shipwrecks were found at depths of several 
kilometers. Among the finds are both Roman and ancient Greek ships.
